MERCED IRWMP REGIONAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE

RESOLUTION NO. 2013-01

RECOMMENDATION TO THE MID BOARD OF DIRECTORS, MERCED COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS, AND MERCED CITY COUNCIL TO ADOPT THE MERCED IRWMP AS REVISED FOLLOWING THE PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD.

WHEREAS, a partnership of three agencies comprised of the Merced Irrigation District (MID), Merced County, and the City of Merced were authorized by the Merced Area Groundwater Pool Interests (MAGPI) to form the Merced Regional Water Management  Group (RWMG) for the Merced Integrated Regional Water Management Plan (IRWMP); and 

WHEREAS, the Merced IRWMP Region (Merced Region) is comprised of the hydrologic area that includes the entire Merced Groundwater Basin area in addition to the watershed area north of the Merced River and contiguous to the Merced Groundwater Basin; and
WHEREAS, the Merced Region received approval from DWR for its region designation, and later applied for and received a grant to prepare an IRWMP funded by the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal Protection Bond Act of 2006 (Proposition 84); and 

WHEREAS, regional coordination and integrated water management can help the Merced Region meet long-term needs for water supply, water quality, flood management, ecosystem protection and enhancement, and recreation.

WHEREAS, the Regional Advisory Committee (RAC) was appointed by the MID Board of Directors following a public application process and was authorized to assist in development of the IRWMP; and

WHEREAS, the RAC has met 14 times over a 14-month period to advise development of the IRWMP; and 

WHEREAS, the Public Draft IRWMP reflects the comments and input of the RAC and provides a water management planning resource for the Merced Region; and 

WHEREAS, the IRWMP will be revised following the public comment period to address comments received and will be subsequently considered final; and 

WHEREAS, the MID Board of Directors, the Merced County Board of Supervisors, and the Merced City Council will be asked to consider adopting the IRWMP;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the facts contained in the recitals above are true and correct, and the RAC so finds and determines.

FURTHER, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the members and alternates of the RAC recommend to the MID Board of Directors, the Merced County Board of Supervisors, and the Merced City Council to adopt the IRWMP as revised following the public comment period.
